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CA Budget Cuts Force Kids off the Bus
500 Students Unable to Attend Film Screenings in Hollywood Due to Lack of Funds
Filmmakers Fight Back, Bringing Movie to Students in Watts on Friday

‘The Little Red Truck’ is an uplifting and inspiring film that
captures the very essence of why the arts are important to our youth and
our communities. This underscores the need for support of the arts, at
every level of government.”
